Community building: Grants 

for social activities in the 

West End that bring the 

sectors and/or the neighbor-

hood together. Up to $2,500 

will be awarded. 

The deadline to apply for a 

grant is April 24, except for 

community building. For 

that category, proposals will 

be accepted as they arise 

throughout the year. Prefer-

ence will be given to applica-

tions submitted by the dead-

line; later applications will 

be considered if funds re-

main available. 

It is expected that the Ex-

ecutive Board of WECA will 

award grants at its May 5 

meeting. Applicants will be 

notified of decisions follow-

ing the meeting and recog-

nized at the annual meeting 

of WECA on June 9.

We encourage you to include 

letters of reference. 

We do not have a cap on the 

size of a grant request other 

than the amount available 

in the appropriate category.

In the last few weeks as we 

watched the Dollar Store on 

Farmington Avenue move out 

and the ñFor Leaseò sign go 

up, many neighbors have 

asked whatôs going to happen 

to this space in the core of the 

West End commercial dis-

trict.  

 Right now there are no plans. 

The ownerôs representative, 

Mike Panik of Phoenix West 

End, LLC, is seeking a tenant 

to fill the approximate 10,000 

square foot space. However, 

Mr. Panik believes itôs more 

likely the space will be subdi-

vided into two stores of about 

5,000 sq ft.  

 A leasing agent has been 

hired to market the building 

but the owner does have some 

restrictions. For example, the 

space will not be rented to an 

adult boutique or a restaurant. 

Presently the leasing agent is 

directing marketing efforts at 

ñlow endò retail, especially 

those with a national 

base.  "Low end" retail in-

cludes such stores as discount 

shoe outlets (e.g., Payless) or 

dollar stores (e.g., Dollar 

Tree). But Mr. Panik is also 

encouraging home grown 

businesses to consider locat-

ing in the space.   

 The West End has always 

been an incubator of success-

ful businesses. Consider 

Cheese nô Stuff, Japanalia and 

restaurateurs Al Gamble and 

Phil Barnett (Tisaneôs, Half 

Door, Wood nô Tap) who got 

their start in the West End 

and then opened Agave, Plan 

B and Vaughnôs Public House 

outside the neighborhood.  

wanted to confront her about 

how she was treated differ-

ently than they would be if 

they had the same experience. 

We all make mistakes but if 

she were a poor single mom 

she would have been threat-

ened with her children being 

removed. She admitted that 

she messed up. Single Moth-

ers on the Move is working to 

push reform so that DCF will 

use "differential response" 

and support families rather 

than punish families.   

Single Mothers on the Move 

also made a huge red net with 

cut out families falling 

through holes asking "What 

Safety Net?" and held it up
